By Road

From the South

Edinburgh is approached by the Al coastal road that offers some truly stunning coastal
scenery.

Edinburgh can also be approached along the A68.

From the Southwest

The M6 motorway joins the A74 north of Carlisle becoming the M74.

This motorway connects with the M8 northeast of Glasgow.

Travelling east the M8 joins the Edinburgh City Bypass from where visitors can access all
areas of the capital.

From the North
The A90 crosses the famous Forth Road Bridge and enters the city suburbs at Barnton.

By Air
Edinburgh Airport (http://www.edinburghairport.com) is west of the city on the Glasgow Road
and has regular services from many UK and international locations.

The approach to the westerly runway at Edinburgh Airport is one of the most scenic in the
world; sit on the left hand side of the aircraft if your journey is from the South of Edinburgh
and watch as the plane heads north across eastern Edinburgh, banks left over the Firth of
Forth, past the Forth bridges for landing.

Parking
The airport has long stay car park facilities and a range of car hire firms operate onsite.

Transport from the Airport

The cheapest and easiest way into the city centre from Edinburgh Airport is on Lothian
Buses' Airport 100 shuttle which runs between the terminal and Waverley Bridge every 10
minutes or so all day and takes around 25 minutes, costing £3 single, £5 return.

The bus additionally picks up and drops off on Princes Street and Haymarket Terrace and
drivers will usually help with directions if required.

A taxi journey from the airport to the city centre usually costs £15-£20.

By Train
All trains arrive at Waverley Station (http://www.networkrail.co.uk/aspx/807.aspx) in the

centre of the city, although some trains also stop at Haymarket, which is a smaller station in
the west end.

Scotland is served by two major rail routes - one up the east coast to Edinburgh from
London Kings Cross, the other up the west to Glasgow from London Euston.

The route is busy, so reservations are essential - these are usually available free of charge
at the time of booking.

Ticket prices are higher for weekdays, lower for weekends and advanced purchases.

On the train, sit on the right hand side heading north - through England you'll see Durham on
the approach to Durham station, Alnwick, the Holy Island of Lindisfarne Berwick-upon-
Tweed from the spectacular Royal Border Bridge over the River Tweed on the approach to
Berwick-upon-Tweed station and then the stunning coastal scenery as the rail line hugs the
Scottish shore as far as the southern suburbs of Edinburgh (look out for the abandoned
castles and fishing coves just north of Berwick-upon-Tweed).

Attractions

Royal Mile and Old Town

The Royal Mile is one of Edinburgh's oldest streets and one of the finest historical
thoroughfares in the world.

At the top lies Edinburgh Castle and at the other end the Palace of Holyrood House, the
Scottish seat of the British Royal family.

There is plenty to see and do along its length; it is generally easier to head downhill from the
castle to the palace (from west to east).

The development of the street over centuries is fascinating and buildings which can be found
along each side are a living guidebook to almost a thousand years of Scottish history.

There are plenty of websites about the Royal Mile, some with a little historical background to
the street and the surrounding Old Town.

Edinburgh Castle remains Scotland's most popular tourist attraction and has a useful
collection of exhibits and plenty to keep families entertained but ticket costs (see later) and
gueues can put some people off.

Heading down the Lawnmarket towards the High Street you pass the High Court, Supreme
Court and Faculty of Advocates - all key parts of Scotland's distinct legal system - and St
Giles Cathedral, regarded as the mother church of Presbyterianism and the scene of the
start of the Reformation in Scotland.

Further on, past Parliament Square, the Real Mary King's Close offers tours of a well-
preserved medieval street which lies underneath the 18" century city chambers.

On the corner of South Bridge is the Tron Kirk, now converted into an information centre,
then further on towards the Canongate is the home of protestant reformer John Knox, now a
little museum.

Down the final stretch of the Royal Mile, called the Canongate, is the former tollbooth
marking the medieval boundary to the city and the Canongate Kirk, burial place of economist
Adam Smith, and the Queen's choice of church when she's in town.

At the bottom is the Scottish Parliament building.

Tucked away between the Canongate and Holyrood Road is the Scottish Poetry Library.
The Palace of Holyroodhouse at the very end is partly open to the public and there is a
gallery which regularly features previously unseen royal collections.

For families, Our Dynamic Earth is an award-winning interactive attraction looking at the
physical history of the planet.

Also off George IV bridge is Candlemaker Row, home to Greyfriars Kirk and the legend of
Greyfriars Bobby.

New Town

In contrast to the Old Town, the rigid elegant terraces of the New Town are well worth a look
around.

Princes Street, the 'dividing point' of the two parts of the city, was heavily bombed during the
Second World War.

Rose Street, the little thoroughfare that runs parallel, has plenty of charming bars while
George Street is great for top-end window shopping.

At either end of George Street are two excellent squares. To the east, Saint Andrew Square
features Harvey Nichols and the rear entrance to the world's oldest independent department
store and Edinburgh institution, Jenners.

To the west, Charlotte Square is one of the finest examples of Georgian architecture and the
central park area hosts the annual international book festival.
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At the eastern end of Princes Street, Calton Hill gives great views back over Edinburgh. It is
an almost effortless climb, which is more than can be said for Arthur's Seat. Calton Hill is
used for the city's annual Beltane pagan festival and the Hogmanay torchlight procession.
At the northern end of the New Town is the Royal Botanic Garden which is free to visit and a
lovely place to stroll around.

Leith

The Port of Leith, historically a separate city from Edinburgh, lies at the foot of the mile-long
Leith Walk.

Having undergone extensive redevelopment, it has been transformed from an industrial
wasteland to a desirable waterfont area with some excellent bars and restaurants. Next to
the huge dockside Ocean Terminal retail park is the Royal Yacht Britannia, which offers
guided tours and can be reached by a shuttle bus from Waverley Bridge in city centre.

St. Giles has both some of the best stained glass windows in Scotland, dating from the 19th
and 20th centuries (none survives from the medieval period).

Outside of this fact, the chapel also has very nice architecture and design that is worth
seeing.

If you are not driving then take the LRT bus No. 15 (not 15A) from Princes Street.

Pick of the museums is the bright, modern and unstuffy National Museum of Scotland which

includes everything from the Declaration of Arbroath (as loosely featured in Braveheart) to

some clever twentieth century exhibits.

Next door is the Royal Museum of Scotland, which houses temporary exhibitions.
On Princes Street, behind The Mound, are the National Galleries of Scotland.
The Scottish National Gallery of Modern Art is located north-west of the city centre, on

Belford Road.

More easily accessible, and conveniently located opposite one another on Market Street, are
the City Art Centre and the Fruitmarket Gallery, which has an excellent bookshop and cafe.

isn't monetary but chocolate | believe!).

Admission £3 approximate (again check with operators)

The Scott Monument is 200.5 ft high and the top is reached via 287 steps.

There are a number of viewing decks reached by a series of narrow spiral staircases
that give panoramic views of central Edinburgh and its surroundings.

Be aware it can be a tight squeeze when getting near the top!
